YELLOW Diaconal Ministers — who are entitled to vote unless the matter pertains to the clergy, such as ordina-
tion, reception into full membership or election of clergy delegates.

PINK Student local pastors, retired local pastors, clergy from other annual conferences, missionaries 
assigned by the GBGM and certifi ed lay missionaries from nations other than the United States, both 
who are serving within the bounds of the Annual Conference and are not allowed to vote.
